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2025: OUR YEAR OF FULFILLED DREAMS GENESIS 41:1, GENESIS 42:9

What you despise cannot confer 
benets on you in the long run. If 
you do not value or appreciate 
something, you cannot draw its full 
benet. The same applies to the 
word of God. Until we acknowledge 
and honour the Word for who He is, 
we will miss its entire benet.

The Word is Jesus, and Jesus is 
the Word. He does not fail or 
lie—therefore the Word cannot fail 
or lie (John 1:1, 14; Revelation 
19:13). Jeremiah said, "Your words 
were found, and I ate them" 
(Jeremiah 15:16). We must feed 
on the Word until we receive a 
specic word for our situation.

The solution to every problem is 
contained in Scripture. Faith 
grows when you hear God; faith 
works when you do what He says. 
To be wise—study the Word. To be 
strong in faith—believe the Word. 
To be successful—put the Word 
into practice.

Look at Jesus, not the problem. 
In Ezekiel 37:1–6, the bones went 
from many to very dry—yet they 
responded to the word of God. Even 
if a situation becomes powder, the 
Word can restore it.

God's power over the impossible. 
The Lord kills and makes alive, 
brings down to the grave and brings 
up, makes poor and makes rich, 
lifts the beggar from the ash heap 
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RUTH — A 
DREAM FULFILLED

and sets them among princes (1 
Samuel 2:6–10). No situation is 
beyond His power.

A warning from Deuteronomy. 
God gives blessings we did not work 
for—cities we did not build, wells we 
did not dig, vineyards we did not 
plant (Deuteronomy 6:10–12; 
8:1–10). Trials humble us so we 
learn that man lives by every word 
from His mouth (Deuteronomy 
8:3). Do not wait until pain forces 
you to value the Word.

Three Key Reminders from the 
New Year's Messages
1. It is our year of fullled 
dreams. Our dreams are not about 
to be fullled; they are already 
fullled.
 Hold on to the attributes of 
 the Dream-Giver:
 Unmistakable Presence when 
 He shows up.
 Unquestionable Faithfulness 
 to His children.
2. The essential call of the 
Church is evangelism—God's top 
priority is that He wants all men 
saved.
3. Inherited blessings because of 
Abraham's obedience—overow 
from wells, vineyards, and cities we 
did not labour for are all ours.

The Book of Ruth — A Cameo of 
Love, Devotion, and Redemption:

 The pathway to redemption 
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begins with love. Ruth, a Moabite 
woman, forsook her pagan heritage 
to cling to Israel and Israel's God. 

 God's love is for all—every 
soul is a choice soul. The Moabites 
had been excluded from God's 
assembly (Deuteronomy 23:3–4) 
and had even caused Israel to sin 
(Numbers 25:1–3, 9), yet God 
redeemed Ruth and placed her in 
the lineage of Christ.

 We must extend the same 
love, even to those who have 
offended us. Love is an action word, 
not a noun. Christ laid down His life 
for us (Romans 5:8; 1 John 3:16, 
18), and He calls us to feed His 
sheep  (John 21:15–17)  and 
become all things to all people so 
that some may be saved (1 
Corinthians 9:20–22).

God has already poured His love 
into our hearts—now we must act 
on it with intentionality. Do not just 
be hearers of the Word; be doers.
 Stay in His word no matter the 
circumstance—whether in pain, 
debt, or disappointment. Keep 
eating the Word until the specic 
word for your situation comes.

 Forgive quickly. Whoever has 
offended you, no matter how deep 
the hurt, release them and minister 
grace to them as God has done for 
you.

 Feed His sheep—step out of 
your comfort zone, share your 
testimony, and let someone see 

Christ through your life without you 
even opening a Bible.

 B e  d e l i b e r a t e  a b o u t 
evangelism. God's top priority is for 
all men to be saved. Pick up a tract, 
pray for someone intentionally, 
share your redemption story this 
week.

 S t o p  f o c u s i n g  o n  t h e 
problem—look to Jesus and to His 
word, because the more you look at 
the problem, the worse it will 
appear.

 T r u s t  t h e  G o d  o f  t h e 
impossible. Even if the bones are 
very dry—even if they become 
powder—they will respond to the 
word of the Lord.

 Make the Word your friend. 
Value it, honour it, study it with 
partners for accountability, and 
become voracious about it until you 
can't live without it.

 Be a proof-producer. Let your 
life itself become an open testimony 
others can “read” of what the Lord 
has done.

Prayer Points

 Father, help me to value, 
honour, and cherish Your Word 
daily, knowing that what I do not 
honour cannot benet me.

 Lord, open my eyes to see and 
recognise Your glory in every space, 
no matter how hostile it may appear.
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 I declare that every dry, 
decayed, or impossible situation in 
my life responds to the word of God 
and comes alive.

 Father, whether the situation 
is bones, dry bones, or 
even powder, let them 
hear the word of the Lord 
and live again.

 I serve the devil a 
quit  notice—no more 
oppression, repression, 
depression, ridicule, or 
scorn in my life. I ourish 
like the palm tree in the 
name of Jesus.

 Lord, grant me the 
grace to stay in Your word 
r e g a r d l e s s  o f  t h e 
season—whether in pain, 
d e b t ,  o r 
difculty—trusting You to 
give me a specic word for 
my situation.

 I  l i f t  up every  decayed 
problem—whether mine or that of a 
brother or sister—to the Father, 
and ask that He breathe life into 
them and let no one return to that 
problem again in the name of 
Jesus.

 Lord, grant me the grace to 
forgive those who have offended me 
deeply, and to minister Your love to 
them as You have done to me.

 I commit to feeding Your 
sheep and becoming a proof-

producer of Your faithfulness. May 
my life be a living testimony of what 
the Lord has done.

 Father, pour fresh zeal for 
evangelism into my heart. Make me 

bold to step out of my comfort zone 
and extend the kingdom of light.

 I thank You, Lord, for the 
b l e s s ings  I  d i d  no t  l abour 
for—houses I did not build, wells I 
did not dig, vineyards and olive 
trees I did not plant. May I never 
forget the Lord my God who brought 
me out of bondage.

 Lord, let my obedience to Your 
top priority—bringing souls to Your 
kingdom—cause my own dreams to 
manifest speedily in this year of 
fullled dreams.
